SPIRITUAL GIFT DEFINITIONS

GIFTS THAT DEMONSTRATE GOD’S LOVE

1. HELPING– The ability to support others and increase the effectiveness of their spiritual gifts.  , I Corinthians 12:28, Mark 15:40-41, Romans 16:1-2
2. SERVICE – The ability to find a need and meet it.  , Romans 12:7, Acts 6:1-7
3. HOSPITALITY – The ability to provide an open house and a warm welcome. Romans 12:9-13, Romans 16:23,    Hebrews 13:1-2, I Peter 4:9
4. PASTOR/SHEPHERD – The ability to assume personal responsibility for the spiritual welfare of a group of believers.  , Ephesians 4:11-14, John 10:1-18, I Timothy 3:1-7, I Peter 5:1-3
5. GIVING – The ability to contribute extra material resources to the work of the Lord.  Romans 12:8, Mark 12:41-44, , II Corinthians 8:1-7,  II Corinthians 9:2-8
6. MERCY – The ability to feel genuine empathy and compassion for individuals who are hurting, and to translate their compassion into cheerfully-done deeds which reflect Christ’s love.  Romans 12:8, Matthew 9:35, 36, Mark 9:41, I Thessalonians 5:14
GIFTS THAT EDUCATE GOD’S PEOPLE

7. DISCERNMENT – The ability to know whether certain behavior claimed to be of God is in reality divine, human or satanic.  The purpose of this gift is to prevent confusion and false teaching from infiltrating the church.  I Corinthians 12:10, Matthew 16:21-23, Acts 5:1-11, Acts 16:16-18, I John 4:1-6
8. WISDOM – The ability to apply spiritual truth to a specific issue in a relevant way, and to make proper choices in difficult situations.  I Corinthians 12:8,  James 1:5
9. KNOWLEDGE – The ability to discover, accumulate, analyze and clarify information that is pertinent to the growth and well being of the body. Acts 5:1-11, I Corinthians 12:8, II Corinthians 11:6, Colossians 2:2-3
10. ENCOURAGEMENT – The ability to offer words of encouragement, comfort, and motivation to help others complete their tasks and be all that God wants them to be.  Romans 12:8, Acts 4:32-37, Acts 14:22, I Timothy 4:13, Hebrews 10:24-25
11. TEACHING – The ability to employ a logical, systematic approach to biblical study and to communicate information relevant to the health and ministry of the body and its members in such a way that others will learn.  Romans 12:7, Acts 18:24-28,                 Acts 20:20-21, I Corinthians 12:28, Ephesians 4:11-14

GIFTS THAT COMMUNICATE GOD’S WORD

12. PREACHING/PROPHECY – The ability to proclaim the Word of God with divine anointing, which brings conviction to the hearers so they recognize that it is truly the Word of God and they must do something about it.  Romans 12:6, Acts 2:37-40, I Corinthians 14

13. EVANGELISM – The ability to share the gospel with unbelievers in such a way that men and women become Jesus’ disciples and responsible members of the body of Christ.  Ephesians 4:11-14, Acts 8:5-6, Acts 8:26-40, Acts 14:21, Acts 21:8, , II Timothy 4:5 

14. APOSTLESHIP – The ability to assume and exercise general leadership over a number of churches, with an extraordinary authority in spiritual matters, which is spontaneously recognized and appreciated by those churches.  I Corinthians 12:28, Ephesians 4:11-14, Acts 14:1-2, Galatians 2:7-10, Ephesians 3:1-9
15. MISSIONARY – The ability to minister with whatever other spiritual gifts one has in a second culture.  Acts 8:4, Acts 12:2-3, Acts 22:21, Romans 10:15, I Corinthians 9:19-23
16. FAITH – The ability to discern with extraordinary confidence the will and purposes of God for His work."  Acts 11:22-24, Romans 4:18-21, I Corinthians 12:9, Hebrews 11
GIFTS RELATED TO PRAYER

17. PRAYER/INTERCESSION – The ability to pray for extended periods of time and see frequent answers to prayer.  Colossians 4:2-4, 12-13, I Timothy 2:1-2
18. MIRACLES – The ability to perform powerful acts that are perceived by observers to have altered the ordinary course of nature.  I Corinthians 12:10, 28, Acts 9:36-42, Acts 19:11-20, Acts 20:7-12, Romans 15:18-19
19. HEALING – The ability to heal people in Jesus’ name. I Corinthians 12:9, 28, Acts 3:1-10, Acts 5:12-16, Acts 9:32-35, Acts 28:7-10
20. PRAYING WITH MY SPIRIT/TONGUES – The ability to pray in a language understood only by God or by one who is given the gift of interpretation at that time. I Corinthians 12-14 (see Acts 2, 10-11, 19)
OTHER GIFTS

21. CRAFTSMANSHIP/CREATIVE COMMUNICATION  - The ability to use one’s hands, thoughts and mind to further the kingdom of God through artistic, creative means.  Exodus 30:22-25, Exodus 31:3-11, II Chronicles 24:9-13, Acts 18:2-3
22. MUSIC – The ability to sing or to play a musical instrument to praise the Lord and to help others worship him.  Deuteronomy 31:22, I Samuel 16:16, I Chronicles 16:41-42,                           II Chronicles 5:12-12, II Chronicles 34:12, Psalm 150
23. LEADERSHIP – The ability to influence others in such a way that they voluntarily and harmoniously work together to accomplish God’s purposes for God’s glory.  Romans 12:8,  I Timothy 3, 5:17, Hebrews 13:17
24. ADMINISTRATING/GOVERNING – The ability to formulate strategies to achieve goals for God’s glory. To “steer” or “pilot” the church in the right direction. I Corinthians 12:28, Acts 27:11
